Cultural Landscapes 
Tom Andrews and Eddie Erasmus will speak about the concept of cultural landscapes. Eddie Erasmus will bring a Tlicho perspective to the meaning of cultural landscapes. The Tlicho have developed a protected area based on oral history. Place names research was critical to the understanding of this protected area. Tom Andrews will speak about the terminology, definitions and use of this term in social research. He will highlight the characteristics of cultural landscapes, illustrating how it has been used to commemorate and protect spaces. As well, he will discuss its use in impact assessment. 

About Tom Andrews

Tom Andrews has worked as an archaeologist and anthropologist in the Canadian north for over 30 years. In the late 70s he worked near Old Crow for three field seasons as a student archaeologist where he developed a life-long passion for the north. From 1980 to 1989, he worked for the Dene Nation as director of the Dene Mapping Project, a traditional land use and occupancy research project based at the University of Alberta. Since 1990, he has worked at the Prince of Wales Northern Heritage Centre, in Yellowknife, Northwest Territories, where he currently holds the position of Territorial Archaeologist. He has written on Aboriginal land management systems, community-based resource management in the Northwest Territories, Tlicho sacred sites, cultural landscapes and ethnoarchaeology, and has co-directed two ethnographic documentaries: Tlicho K’iela: The Dogrib Birchbark Canoe (1997) and the Tlicho Ekwo Nihmbaa: The Dogrib Caribou Skin Lodge (2001). He is currently working with the Mountain Dene on the archaeology of high elevation ice patches.
